Frequently Asked Questions

When is camp?
July 18-24, 2010
Campers will be dropped off on Sunday July 18th, at 3:00pm. And they can be picked up on Saturday July 24th, at noon. 

Where is camp?
Camp will be held on North Georgia Zoological facility in Cleveland, GA. We are also known as Wildlife Wonders and Paradise Valley Farms.

Who can go to camp?
Camp is open to students who will be 12-15 years old before the 2010-2011 school year. There may be exceptions for those that are a year younger or older then our age range.

How do I register?
Each student must turn in a completed registration form, medical form, and payment to reserve
her spot.

What is the cost of camp?
The cost for camp is $350-$400 per student.
We do have early bird specials:
Register on or before April 6th - $350
Register on or before May 3rd - $375

What should I bring?
You will need: Sleeping Bag and pillow, clothes for one week (including jeans or long pants for every day with the animals, sweatshirt, shorts for evening activities, one piece swimsuit), towel and washcloth, soap, shampoo, deodorant, toothbrush, toothpaste, any other toiletries, pens or pencils, Bible, notebook or journal, water bottle,  flashlight, sunblock, bugspray, old tennis shoes and sandals (Girls will need to have tennis shoes so they can interact with the animals daily, sandals are only for evening activities. I would suggest bringing a second pair of tennis shoes.), a pair of work boots would be ideal for animal work, if you have them.

When you are preparing for camp!
The clothes that you are wearing at camp might get lost, and the will definitely get dirty. Keep in mind the fact that you will be working directly with the animals all week long. If you need a cheap pair of jeans for camp a thrift store is a great place to start camp shopping. 

How do we get to Camp?
Campers will receive directions after their spot has been reserved.

Where will my camper stay?
Campers will be roughing it with the animals for the week. They will be sleeping in tents and cooking their meals over the fire. It is our desire to see the girls learning and interacting with nature beyond the activities with the animals. They will be placed in tents according to their age and school group.

Camp dress code:
- No short shorts, bare belly tops, visible underwear, or boxers as outerwear. One piece bathing suits only. Tank tops are allowed but must have two finger width straps, no spaghetti straps.
- Shoes or sandals must be worn at all times, and tennis shoes must be worn when on the compound with the animals.
